The Chairman of the Parish Council welcomed everyone to the meeting. The Agenda was agreed by the meeting.

1. Apologies for absence

Cllr A Harris sent his apologies.

2. Minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting held on Thursday 23rd May 2008.

With the corrections made it was unanimously agreed that the minutes be accepted as correct.

3. Matters arising from the minutes

The mobile police stations will no longer visit, but the PCSO Thomas will be holding a surgery every three weeks in the Village Hall on Wednesdays, 3pm-5pm.

The Fence in the Recreation Ground has been repaired.

4. Presentation on the Core Strategy

Mr R Back from Rugby Borough Council gave a presentation and took questions on the Rugby Borough Core Strategy with particular reference to Gypsy and Traveller accommodation.

5. Plans for the Recreation Ground

Mr P Larcombe gave a presentation on the current plans for the recreation Ground. Following concerns about the possible loss of a full size football pitch Mr Larcombe agreed to attend a Parish Council meeting with his planning tools so that the Council can fully understand the constrains involved.

Report of the County Councillor, Cllr H Timms

The County Councillor said it had been an interesting year with the Parish Council with successes in WCC agreeing to provide the land for the burial ground, the refurbished Church centre reopening, the provision of a bench on footpath R153. She will continue to oppose the inclusion of the Wolston site in the WCC Minerals Strategy. The plans are progressing for the CCTV hub at Wolston, She will continue to press for a solution to the lorries on the Leamington Road.

7. Report from the Chairman, Cllr I Spiers

The Chairman thanked Cllr Mills for the work he carried out on the council and he welcomed his replacement the recently elected Cllr Mrs S Loudon.  On activities this year he thanked the litter picking squad for their dedication and hard work, on planning issues the focus had been mainly on the redevelopment of the former Peugeot site. On recreation and amenities the plans to resolve the Ball Play area have been moving forward, and the plans on providing a burial ground have resulted in the identification and agreement with WCC on the site. The Village is about to be consulted on the refurbishment and moving of the War Memorial. The Chairman thanked the Parish Councillors on behalf of the Village and also the Clerk for their hard work. The meeting thanked Cllr Spiers for his work as Parish Council Chairman.

Report of the Borough Councillor, Cllr I Spiers

The Borough Councillor pointed out the on highway issues the A45/A46 junction, the Fridays roundabout and the Stivichall Roundabout were all going to be disrupted due to improvement works. The Travellers at the Peugeot former entrance are on private land. During questions he reported that WCC are responsible for cutting the grass on the Leamington Road to the Oxford Road roundabout.

Reports from other Village Organisations

The Village Hall Trust is just keeping its head above water financially. Two longstanding committee members are known to be standing down at the AGM on 20th May 2009. The Trust thanked the Parish Council for its support over the provision of a new fence.  The Ladies Guild was thanked for staging the OAP party.

Youth Club. The Youth Club was launched in July 2008 and has 65 members. The youth members love it and keep coming. The volunteers who make it happen were thanked.

Church Centre. The Centre has been refurbished. The County Council and the Parish Council were thanked for their financial support.
