APPLICATION DESCRIPTION: Demolition of part of existing store and construction of single-storey side and rear extension, external alterations including addition to roof and associated works to site including fencing, designated parking, alterations to access, formation of service yard, landscaping, bin store and cycle rails.
The application has been reviewed and I enclose RYTON ON DUNSMORE comments.

Ryton on Dunsmore Parish Council considered this application at its meeting on 6th July 2011.
While welcoming the expansion of Co-op as a valuable retail facility in the Village, the Members have the following concerns.
The Members have concerns about the street furniture that is on the corner of the High Street and Warren Field. All of the items are currently within the Co-op car park and are identified on the plan, but they all appear to obstruct or restrict the use of the designated parking spaces. They consist of a Parish Council grit bin, litter bin, Parish notice board and the street name sign. These items are well used village amenities and the Members wish that they are retained while still providing unrestricted access to the parking bays.
The plans show a ‘dummy’ pitched roof on the main elevations to the building, but the other elevations will not have the benefit of this feature. In the interests of neighbours’ amenity it would be better if the roof was placed on all sides, particularly due to the fact that the site is a corner plot and the building can be seen from the roads on all sides, and that it is set back on the site near residential boundaries where the roof is clearly visible.
The Members request revisions to the plans to take account of these issues.
Please let me know of the final outcome of this application.
