Object on this application.

The Borough Council has 48 residential pitches at the Woodside Park site on the Oxford Road. There are vacant pitches so there is no reason to grant this request within such a short distance of Woodside Park.

On and around the Oxford road corridor to Coventry there are already 4 permanent or temporary sites, 3 of these are within the Ryton on Dunsmore Parish (and Green Belt). The latest Core Strategy CS22 states that account should be taken to the size of existing sites and take account of the capacity of local infrastructure (in explanation 9.22). This should mean that this request should not be granted.

The development is in Green Belt and as there is a presumption against inappropriate development (Local Plan Policy E4) the application should be refused.
