The application has been reviewed and I enclose RYTON ON DUNSMORE comments.

The Parish Council has no strong planning grounds in principle to object to this application.

However, the Parish believed strongly that the NPIA or its replacement should be made to satisfy the condition of the previous planning application, the reinstatement of a proper highway footway along the A445, from the current main entrance to the field entrance gateway i.e. along their boundary with the Leamington Road. Note the remainder of the footway to Ryton Pools has recently been enhanced and this NPIA section is the missing link. When the Parish has enquired why the footway has not been completed the reason given was that the NPIA did not exist anymore and thus the current users did not have to. If now this application is being made in the name of the NPIA and there is money to do new work then the NPIA, or the new owners, should carry out the social obligation to the Parish.

Please let me know of the final outcome of this application.
