Snow Clearing Arrangements

This policy clarifies the Parish Council policy with regard to snow clearance.

1. Public Areas 

The Parish Council is not responsible for and will not undertake snow clearance or gritting of public highways, pavements and footpaths in the Village.  This is the responsibility of the County Highways Department. 

The Parish Council does provide 18 grit bins around the Village for the use by members of the public to treat public roads and footpaths as they see fit (but not for use on their own properties). County Highways are responsible for filling these bins with grit. 

Members of the public are reminded that by undertaking snow clearance or gritting of a public area they potentially take on some legal liability for any subsequent accidents. However this should not be an issue if they take reasonable care about what they do.

2. Council Property 

In common with any landowner, the Parish Council has a responsibility for the safety of all visitors to its premises and land.

Village Hall Car Park

The Parish Council will undertake necessary clearance/treatment of a pedestrian access from the street to the Hall entrance for use by staff and visitors.

The policy of the Village Hall Committee is expected to cover the clearance and treatment of the Hall steps, ramp and entrance.

Other Areas  (Recreation Ground, the land behind Leamington Road, the allotments, the grassed area at the bottom of Church Road.)

Parish Council policy is not to clear or treat these areas. This is on the basis that any snow and ice hazard will be obvious in these areas and that members of the public will naturally take their own necessary precautions in slippery conditions. It is also the case that total clearance of these areas would be completely impractical and any partial attempt would be likely to actually increase the hazard. 
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
